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REAL ESTATE APPRAISAL

Real estate appraisal is important in many of the cases in which we are 

involved. We perform real estate appraisal for inverse condemnation cases in 

which damage has been caused, or allegedly caused, to a property by a gov-

ernmental agency causing diminution in value. The damage must be assessed 

and the repair outlined and an estimate of repair performed. The damages and 

cost to cure are then analyzed to determine the effect 

on the market value of the subject property.

 

The same approach is used in failure to disclose material facts in the sale of 

real property and or, breach of the standard of care for real estate agents in the 

sale of real property. The measure of damage is typically the difference in value 

of what was thought to have been purchased and what was actually purchased.

 

As in the above examples real estate appraisal and value differential are used in 

insurance adjusting, construction defect analysis. Mold, even after remediation 

can cause diminution of property value from “stigma”.
